- Tim  

From Conviction to Forgiveness

What sin is so great that God cannot forgive? We would all quickly answer that there is no 
sin so great. But why then do we not believe God can forgive our sins? How can we go 
from conviction to forgiveness? 

In Psalm 51, after Nathan confronts David and his sin concerning Bathsheba, David ad-
dresses his need to God. He needs to be cleansed, he desires to be restored, and he wants to 
be useful to God. As Christians, we understand the necessity of being convicted of our sins 
just as David was. We desire to be cleansed, restored, and useful. So why is it that we be-
lieve and feel like we are cleansed and useful, but hard-pressed to feel forgiven and re-
stored? 

Is it possible that we feel like we must do it all on our own? Do we feel like more good 
works will make us worthy, righteous, and godly? Good works are necessary, but we can-
not fix ourselves! We cannot be good enough! We need God’s great mercy and grace! Lis-
ten to what David says in Psalm 51... “Have mercy upon me, O God, According to Your 
lovingkindness... Wash me... cleanse me from my sin. Purge me... and I shall be clean; 
Wash me, and I shall be whiter than snow. Make me hear joy and gladness... Hide Your 
face from my sins... blot out all my iniquities. Create in me a clean heart, O God, And re-
new a steadfast spirit within me. Restore to me the joy of Your salvation, And uphold me 
by Your generous Spirit... Deliver me from the guilt of bloodshed... For You do not desire 
sacrifice, or else I would give it; You do not delight in burnt offering. The sacrifices of 
God are a broken spirit, A broken and a contrite heart—These, O God, You will not des-
pise...” 

David doesn’t say, “God give me the strength to fix this.” “Help me be better.” David says, 
“Here God is my broken spirit and repentant heart... You fix me!” You see, when we bring 
God into our lives, when we truly lay it all at the foot of the cross; when we allow Him to 
mold us, conform us, transform us into the image of His Son, then we’ll realize the peace 
and love of God and be useful in His service. Let God change you and stop trying to do it 
yourself.
